DRUG ALLERGY RECORDING
INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this statement is to formally record the procedure/place where drug allergies and allergic reactions will appear in patients’ medical records. 
STATEMENT

Drug allergies are recorded via the SystmOne clinical system. 
Details of patient allergies appear on the Home page of the patient’s records and also in the ‘Sensitivities and Allergies’ section in the clinical tree (left hand side of the screen).

They are recorded by the addition of clinical read codes.

To add an allergy or sensitivity:

· Right click the Sensitivities and allergies

· Select record Sensitivity or allergy

· Select either drug allergy or other allergy

· For a drug allergy click on the medicine bottle and add as though adding a medication

· For other allergies select other allergy, click on the red R to add with a read code and type in allergy, select appropriate allergy from picking list.

The system does automatically indicate pre-existing allergies when adding a new drug.  A red box appears at the bottom of the window when adding medication.

The Practice does not record these details in paper records.
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
