THIRD PARTY ACCESS TO CLINICAL SYSTEMS
Third party access to the practice clinical system is necessary when outside organisations are invited into the practice to do specific work i.e. clinical audits. Identifiable information should never be taken from the practice.

Information is shared through the clinical system to other healthcare organisations where a patient has agreed to this and given consent.

A third party access agreement

The agreement defines why access is required, what systems will be accessed, what the information will be used for and if there is any onward sharing intended.

It specifies who requires access (what organisation and the named individuals carrying out the work)

It endorses the necessity for the third party to work to the same standards, policies and vetting checks as employees of the practice.

It requires that the user meets with high information governance and confidentiality standards.

It enables the practice to take action against any information security or confidentiality breaches.  This also means that the practice can terminate the contract.

The agreement will be time limited
